Biology Activity Points Information
Activity Points allow you to receive credit for science-related activities and community service of interest to you.  You are required to complete 50 Activity Points of your choosing each 6 weeks grading period.

Grading.  Each project is worth a maximum of the stated number of possible points.  You will receive full credit for excellent work, and less than full credit for less than excellent work.

Recording Points.  On the last page of your spiral notebook, record the specific title (TED Talk “Why the sky is blue”, NOT TED TALK” OF your activity and the date you completed the activity.   Keep any additional papers associated with the activity points in your 3-ring binder, in case I call for them.  YOU are responsible for keeping track of you Activity Points and summaries.  I record points only at the end of the grading period.

Time Line.  All activities must be completed one week before the end of the grading period.  You should write these due dates in your MHS planner today. 
You must choose from a minimum of two activities below:

Topics/Projects.  Examples of ways to earn Activity Points are listed below.  You may receive points for other activities if you O.K. them with me first.


Community Service Projects.  10 points per hour of service.  Have your supervisor or parent sign


for your hours.  Suggestion include:



Volunteering at the Hospital



Recycling for a business



Volunteering at a Nursing Care Facility



Participating in Environmental Club community service projects and fundraisers



Volunteering at an animal rehabilitation program such as Orphan Acres
Attending Environmental Committee Meetings.  5 pts per meeting

Recycling at Home.  20 pts per 6 weeks with a parent/guardian signed note.  You must recycle at least 3 different types of items that the Moscow Recycling center accepts (i.e. newspaper, milk jugs, tin cans, cardboard).  Write a paragraph explaining the items you recycle and that you are the person in your family responsible for recycling and have your parent/guardian sign it.

Summaries of TED Talks, scientific articles, public speakers, and science programs on T.V.   All summaries must be cited properly answer the following questions in ONE answer per question:

1) What is the article/program about?

2) Why is this topic important?

3)  What is your opinion about this topic?

4)  What question would you pose to the author/speaker?

Public lectures:  10 –20 pts per lecture


Journal article summaries: 5 pts per article
Other Projects. You must approve your project and possible points with the instructor BEFORE you begin.  Shoveling snow for your elderly next-door neighbor (or parent) does not necessarily count. 
Citation format: Cite all journal sources with : Author, year of publication.
